    Pinterest is a pinboard-style social photo sharing website that allows users to 

create and manage theme-based image collections such as events, interests, hob-

bies and more. Users can browse other pinboards for inspiration, 're-pin' images to 

their own collections and/or 'like' photos. In the past two years since its launch, 

Time magazine listed Pinterest in its "50 Best Websites of 2011", and it received 

Webby Awards' "Best Social Media App and "People's Voice Award" for best func-

tioning visual design in 2012. 

      Besides its Internet site, Pinterest has an iPhone app, a smart phone app, and 

coming soon, an iPad app. 

      One of the most typical uses is as a scrapbooking-style site. But wait, wait, 

there's more! Even the Kansas City (MO) Police Dept has a Pinterest pin board, and 

educators typically use it to plan out their lessons and collaborate with colleagues. 

Graphic designers use it to collect inspirational items from the Web and post portfo-

lios. Business accounts include the food and beverage industries, do-it-yourself re-

sources, and of course, clothing. Companies like The Gap, Chobani, Nordstrom and 

West Elm use Pinterest as a tool for online referrals that link users with similar in-

terests to a company. Individuals plan weddings, decorate homes, and organize 

and share recipes, to name just a few categories. 

     New members are invited by current members, but that is not a requirement. 

Anyone may join. If you have an existing Facebook account (or other selected so-

cial networking sites), you can link to Pinterest. It has an international sub-

scriber base. While subscriptions are free, Pinterest receives a fee for pur-

What in the World Is Going On?

      San Diego Diplomacy Council, a 33-year-old nonprofit, nonpartisan organization,           
promotes global understanding between San Diegans and visiting international delegations, 
creating more than 500 face-to-face exchanges each year. Recently, the Council welcomed 
seventeen women from Pakistan, all human rights leaders and attorneys joined in a peace-

describing an issue or cause in their work that makes them happy or engenders passion. The most passionate 
speaker described the horrific consequences of the U.S. drone strikes in her country, resulting in killing of hun-
dreds of noncombatants.  
     The Nation described drones, with names such as Predator and Reaper and loaded with Hellfire missiles, as 
being used primarily to target individual humans with on-board sensors. The U.K.-based Bureau of Investigative 
Journalism reported the death in Pakistan of 479 to 821 civilians, including 174 children, in CIA drone strikes 
since 2004. 
      Our Pakistani sister urged attendees at the Council to contact our government representatives to end the 
drone strikes to save the lives of innocent children and to end the fear that children experience as drones circle 
overhead.
